Scrub the bore using bore solvent.(insert rod from the breach) Always use a bore guide.

Allow the bore solvent to soak in accordance to specific bore solvent instructions.

Run several dry patches through the barrel to remove solvent.

Repeat bore solvent as necessary.

Dry upper receiver with compressed air.

Lubricate; Charging Handle Track. NOTE: 4 drops lube total.
